Steps from Life to Eagle
1. Finish and have all requirements for Eagle signed EXCEPT

a. Demonstrate Scout Spirit

b. Eagle Project

c. Scoutmaster Conference

d. Board of Review

2. Find an Eagle Project in which you wish to complete

3. Fill out in Eagle Project Workbook

a. Project Name

b. Describe the project you plan to do

c. What group will benefit from the project

d. My project will be of benefit to the group because:

4. Discuss with scoutmaster and representative from the group

a. Fill in date discussed with scoutmaster
b. Fill in name of representative the project was discussed with and the date

5. Complete Project Details section of the workbook including the following information
a. Present condition of the site

b. What you will be changing

c. How you will change it

d. Materials you will use

e. How you will get materials

f. Who will help you

g. When will you complete the project

h. Estimate how long it will take

i. Estimate the cost

j. How the costs will be met

6. Take “Before” photographs

7. Get signatures from:

a. Representative mentioned in 4b.

b. Scoutmaster

c. Unit Committee member (ask scoutmaster who this is)

8. Go to Roundtable to get the Council or district advancement committee member signature

9. Carry out your project as described in your Project Details and keep track of:

a. Hours spent by yourself and others

b. Materials used

c. Costs of materials

d. What items were donated

e. TAKE PHOTOS

10. Fill out in workbook:

a. Hours spent by Scouts, Venturers, or other individuals working on the Project

b. Materials Required to Complete the Project

c. Changes

d. “After” Photos

e. Start date of Project

f. Completion date of project

11. Sign your workbook

12. Have the representative mentioned in 4b sign your workbook

13. Print out Eagle Scout Application and fill out through requirement 5

14. For requirement 6, you must write a “statement of your ambitions and life purpose and a listing of positions held in your religious institution, school, camp, community, or other organization during which you demonstrated leadership skills”

15. Request 3-5 letters of recommendation – these people should NOT be the same people as listed on your application sheet

16. Complete a Scoutmaster Conference – bring with you

a. Eagle Application

b. Eagle Project Workbook

c. Statement of ambitions and life purpose… from requirement 6 (see 14 on this list)

d. Scout Handbook

17. Have the Unit Committee chair sign your Application (bring a-d from 16 with you)

18. Visit the scout office in Seattle – bring with you to TURN IN

a. Eagle Application

b. Statement of ambitions and life purpose…

c. Eagle Project workbook

19. Wait for letter from the scout office

20. Pick 2 or 3 dates for a possible Eagle Board of Review

21. Wait for call from Glen Martin to schedule Board of Review
22. Confirm the date with your scoutmaster

23. Once the date has been confirmed, find at least 3 other board members

24. Complete your board of review – thank all who attend

25. Return your Eagle Application and statement of ambitions and life purpose to the Scout office in Seattle

26. Wait for a letter telling you your Eagle application has been approved and your award is waiting in the Scout office

27. Pick up your award from the scout office
